Data: We spent a large chunk of the meeting discussing data and the use of the HMIS system. We agreed that it is crucial to define what we would like to collect as a group to measure employment success and that how that how we defined the values of those data points was crucial. We also discussed the use of HMIS and Jenny will send out and email to the group asking them to send what they think should be tracked and how they define the value of that data point. Will also encourage folks to go on to HMIS and check out the Jobs section as it is easier to use than may be perceived.

Pilot Project: Rebecca updated the group and let us know that the PROGRESS program has the funding and has been delayed in some program negotiations. She is confident will be off the ground in the new fiscal year and will serve 15 nominated individuals. The exciting news is that three other programs with similar structure will be added on to the pilot project. The first will serve 20 nominated ex-offenders that may begin receiving service while incarcerated. The other will be targeted to serve 25 homeless women. These 2 additional programs will be voted on by the City Council at the end of the month.

Research: Rebecca will be doing the data review sometime in the next few months.
