Following the SPN meeting last week, our data analyst looked at the information we have on the armory clients:

1.       Of the clients that used the Armories last year, how many returned this year. Avg number of nights might be good as well. 
        2244 Unique Clients were in the armories last year,   567 of those clients returned this year. 

2.       Of those that returned this past year, how many didn’t receive any other services while the Armories were closed? 
         265 did not receive any services when the Armories were closed.
3.       Of all of the clients who stayed in the armories this year, where did they go after the armories closed?  Are any seeking shelter through other programs? 

· 204 have used other emergency shelter programs

· 3 have moved into transitional housing

· 236 have used some type of drop-in center service

· 4 have gotten Community Voice Mail

· 1 has received Housing Services Partnership money

· 29 have received an UPLIFT Transit Pass
Of the 32 clients who had agreed to share all of their information from the list of 36 clients who had more than 365 nights of shelter in the past two years:

24 are still in Emergency Shelter

Of these, 3 are actively doing job search, got an UPLIFT pass or got Community Voice Mail 

2 of the 24 transitioned from the Armories into another shelter program

2 have left shelter but are continuing to receive services

1 is doing job search work, getting an UPLIFT pass and possibly is still using CVM

1 is only receiving food and clothing

6 disappeared

Of these, 4 were from the Armories
