Passed out a training flyer for Developing the Individual Employment Plan, Placement and Monitoring that Leah and Alison are attending in January.

Pat Eldridge/Patty Picard are very busy screening families that were referred through the schools.

Kara announced their groundbreaking-the facility should be done in about a year and a half.  3d & Williams.  She has 11 beds available as of the meeting.  Both for boys and girls.  Under 17 can stay 2 weeks or longer if waiting to get into a program.  Younger clients move on as quickly as they can find them placement (Bill Wilson, Casa Say).  At 18 the clients are eligible for THP-transitional.  

Lately they have seen a large number of girls 14-15.

The TLP is full with ALL Boys.

EHC merged with Casa Say-that facility is full as well.

Unity Care is sponsoring a Job Readiness Program that is 5 weeks long.  Wednesday evenings.  If the client attends 4 of 5 sessions they help them find paid work.  90% success rate.

We have approximately $800 in the treasury and will be selective about which trainings we video.
