I. Destination: Home proposal (Maureen)
a. Proposed Vision, Mission, and Organizational structure.

b. Leadership group is a small group of the Blue Ribbon Commission members, need high-level leadership.  Trying to develop private leadership and a community resource base.  

c. Systems Change Advisory Council = Destination: Home Executive Committee = leadership body; HomeBase SCC rep and CTA rep = ex officio.  

d. Added street-based outreach to Practices > Streamlined Services and System Efficiency > Coordination and integration of services to D:H customers, including street-based outreach.

e. What does this proposal mean to the Collaborative and how can people be involved?

II. Direct Referral Self-Certification (Hilary) feedback from Housing Authority
a. Process proposed leaves a lot of gaps re: Fair Housing Law

b. Ensure that all case management programs allow meaningful access to the program for people with Limited English Proficiency (LEP)

c. Case Management programs have to keep consistent records and Housing Authority/HUD must have access to the records for purpose of audit and evaluation.

d. Also need to address Case Management Program Coordinator (Bob Dolci)

e. More clearly address minimum client service requirements (in terms of both initial client agreement and agency’s responsibility to provide that service)

f. Client outreach and referral plan must be consistently applied (Fair Housing)

g. Must have outcomes/goals/objectives for case management evaluation

h. The first voucher could be issued by July 1; need revised draft to Housing Authority by the end of May
i. Will need to re-request agency Self-Certifications
