Housing Committee Meeting Minutes

April 25, 2007

Members Present: Bob Dolci, Timothy Hellmann, Kristie Kesel, Jennifer Loving, Arlette Musallam, Bonnie Reed-Zander, Phyllis Ward.

The meeting began at 9:05 a.m.  The minutes of the March 28, 2007 meeting were reviewed and approved as written.

Review of Work on Outcomes

1. Bob mentioned that he had spoken with Bonnie about combining the work of the Advocacy and Public Awareness Subcommittees because the latter had only a couple members.  So, he presented a draft of the task indicators for the Advocacy subcommittee, which included the input from the PA Subcommittee.  The following additions were made:

a) After “…public officials” and “and other constituents” to the wording of the Outcome.

b) Under the fourth bulleted item, add the definition of “Public Awareness” stated in the minutes of our last meeting as content for “c.”

Frances said she would work with Tim on the legislative priority list.  All present approved the revised version of these indicators.  Bob said he would present this to the Executive Committee and to the Steering Committee.

2. Kristie reported on the work of the Monitoring Subcommittee.  She stated that:

a) Vanessa Cooper had a list of ELI,VLI and LI units before ’99, from ’99-’06, and those in the pipeline.

b) She does not have information on transitional housing, shelter beds or shared housing units.

c) Charities Housing’s database does not include Section 8 or Shelter Plus Care housing units.

d) The members would be developing a scorecard to track the net amounts of ELI, VLI, and LI units being developed vs. those being lost to market rate conversions.  All agreed that the shared housing units should be included in this tracking.

e) The group would have to work on a mechanism to follow up the input received from developers and to enhance relationships with those developers so that they will take the initiative to update us on the availability of their units.

f) It is possible to track the units in the pipeline using Housing SCC.

g) Their next task will be to develop task indicators.

The following members said they would work on the subcommittees:

a) Frances and Arlette: Advocacy

b) Jennifer: she said she would discuss the monitoring work with Kristie.

c) Bonnie said she’s work with the Monitoring Subcommittee along with her work on the Advocacy Subcommittee.

Both subcommittees will present their work to the Housing Committee and we’ll determine how the work will feed into the work of the Blue Ribbon Commission.  For example, the legislative advocacy will probably find its way to The Campaign Working Group.

Other Business

1. Kristie stated that the Executive Committee supported the idea of somehow working to secure ongoing funding for Housing SCC.

2. Bob explained the process involved in applying for our county’s share of the $115 million from the Mental Health Services Act.

Announcements

1. Letter to Sobrato Development Corporation about designating ELI units was sent by the Executive Committee on April 20, 2007.

2. All were encouraged to attend the Affordable Housing Week activities.

3. The Campaign Working Group of the Blue Ribbon Commission will be meeting on May 14th.

4. Jim Beall is hosting a Health Care Town Hall meeting at the Camden Community Center on May 18th at 6:00 p.m.

5. Our next meeting will be May 23rd at 9:00 a.m.
