GENERAL GOAL in line with the 10 year plans:

· Seek opportunities to assist in the development of projects that target the gaps in the system, including housing that is designed to keep families intact, housing for youth, and housing for special needs populations.

FUNDING ACTIVITIES:

· Participate in the dialogue with the County Department of Mental Health concerning the implementation of the housing dollars set aside from the Mental Health Services Act and monitor the implementation of the Collab​orative’s recommendation to the Mental Health Dept. 
· Monitor the RFP process of the County Department of Mental Health for the disbursement of MHSA funds

· Monitor other bonding measures as they relate to the MHSA

· Monitor the state-wide bond measures, including the continuation of Proposition 46

· Support the county-wide effort to pass a County sales tax, which will support affordable housing

ADVOCACY ACTIVITIES:

· Help educate leaders in our communities about the value of the Housing First model.

· Participate in public education campaign concerning ELI housing and homelessness

· Support the passage of an Inclusionary Zoning Ordinance in San José

· Work to amend the Housing Element law to include VLI and ELI households
HOUSING EVENTS:

· Participate in the Project Homeless Connect events as they occur throughout the County
· Participate in organizing Affordable Housing Week May 13-20th
REPORTING and MONITORING:

· Support development of 2,500 new units of ELI housing
· Monitor the number of housing units produced and number of homeless persons housed.
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
