Housing Committee Meeting Minutes

The meeting began at 9:05 a.m.  The minutes of the October 4, 2007 meeting were reviewed and approved.  

Review of Work on Outcomes

1. Bob reviewed the status of the work being done on the Task Indicators of the Advocacy and Public Awareness Subcommittee.  

a. Bob said that our approach to legislation was discussed and approved by the members of the Steering Committee at its last meeting.  They also approved sending a letter to Senators Jack Reed, Barbara Boxer, Diane Feinstein in support of SB 1518, the Senate version of the McKinney-Vento reauthorization bill.

b. Bob updated everyone on the status of application for housing funds from the Mental Health Services Act. The Mental Health Department has conducted its outreach process to consumers, service providers and stakeholders and in conjunction with the Office of Affordable Housing has selected two housing developers: Charities Housing Development Corporation and Mid-Peninsula Housing Coalition.  We’re now in the process of meeting with the developers to discuss possible projects and preparing the first application for part of the $19.2 million that is allocated to the County for permanent supportive housing for mentally ill individuals who are homeless or at risk of becoming homeless.   Bob will keep us updated on the status of this project.
c. Concerning San José acting on Inclusionary Zoning:

i. Bob reminded everyone that the Collaborative sent a letter to the City’s Rules Committee on September 14, 2007 to urge the formation of a task force to look at various approaches to this issue.

ii. Jaime will be urging the Collaborative support of this issue at the council meeting on 12/11/07.  The idea is to support focus groups to be formed to give input directly to the city council for a formal proposal, especially one that specifies how ELI units will be created by an inclusionary zoning policy and not to have the council include work on inclusionary zoning as a part of the General Plan.

iii. There is a council study session on this issue on 12/7/07.

iv. Sandy and Jaime will forward information about this to Bob who will disseminate it to everyone.
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2. Concerning the work of the Monitoring Subcommittee:  

a) Bob explained the role of the subcommittee and how nothing has been done recently because of the work of the Blue Ribbon Committee.  However, in view of the future housing location work that will be a part of the implementation of the strategies of the BRC, he thought it would be good to reestablish this committee.

b) Jaime and Consuelo said that they would work with Vanessa.  Bob said he’d help get everyone connected.
Other Business

1. Bonnie updated the group on the work of the Campaign Working Group.  This group will work for 5 years dealing with the governance structure, infrastructure and the public aware​ness/fundraising efforts.  At the next BRC meeting, the communication plan will be presented which will outline the approach to developing relationships with key entities throughout the valley.  This work will flow into all the fundraising activities and a public awareness campaign, utilizing all sorts of media.  Finally, Amari Romero-Thomas will be in charge of the work of the Campaign.

2. The next BRC meeting is on 12/6/07, from 11:30 am-2:00 pm at the Sheriff’s auditorium.  This will be the last formal meeting, however the Planning Committee will be working for the next several months on the governance structure and will present to the BRC or a select group of the members a governance proposal in May or June of next year.

3. Jaime said that Neighborhood Services of SV is conducting trainings to groups all over the county on Housing Default Prevention.  He will forward more information to Bob so work on this issue can be done by the Advocacy and Public Awareness Subcommittee.
