· GSE bill (opposition to language used in the manager’s amendment to HR 1461, the Federal Housing Finance Reform Act of 2005) – also called the Nonprofit Gag Provision and would affect applicants of the Affordable Housing Fund – The Collaborative signed on to a letter opposing the language of this amendment.
