We reviewed three assessment tools – Santa Clara Valley Health and Hospital System “Crisis Assessment”; VMC Social Services and Valley Homeless Healthcare Program Patient Evaluation; and the Chronically Homeless Intake Assessment.  We discussed what would be most appropriate and easiest to use for jails, hospitals, and other social service agencies.  Certain confidential information cannot be shared with other agencies.  We need to decide what is the minimum amount of information needed.

The Crisis Assessment tool is used at the jails.  Jails identify at the time of entry if the person has an address.   The pre-screening tool will assess and identify who is “At Risk” or is homeless.  

We decided to combine two of the assessment sheets – the “Crisis Assessment” and the “Valley Homeless Healthcare Patient Evaluation”.  We will be taking information from both assessment sheets.  Doug Taylor volunteered to combine the two forms for an initial pre-screening tool.
