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NOFA Update
The NOFA is nearing!  The Santa Clara Collaborative has been successfully registered as a prospective applicant for the HUD McKinney-Vento funding and we are currently finalizing the Housing Inventory for submission to HUD by May 31.  

Based on HUD’s preliminary guidance, we expect the NOFA to be released mid- to late-June and E-SNAPS to open up in early July.  This is not official or confirmed; it is an estimate!

We expect the NOFA to resemble closely the 2009 NOFA, with some exceptions/highlights:
· HUD is re-introducing the ability for Continuums of Care to reallocate their Hold Harmless Need (the renewal funding to create new permanent housing programs or HMIS projects).  In 2009, HHN funds could not be reallocated.  As in prior years, the NOFA Committee left the process of reallocation largely up to the discretion of the Review and Rank Committee.

· HUD is requiring that each CoC demonstrate collaboration with McKinney education provisions.
   I will gather this information by talking to the Homeless Liaisons, and by adding a question to the local application form.

· As in 2009, the leveraging and housing emphasis scores for the entire Continuum will be calculated using only the date from new project applications.  These factors will be an important part of the score for new projects, and will not be scored for renewals.
· Like last year, HUD will announce the 2010 renewal awards in advance of the new awards.  (And, no, they have not yet announced the 2009 new awards!)

· As in 2009, there will be a Permanent Housing Bonus that can be used to support permanent housing for homeless disabled individuals or families, or chronically homeless individuals.  HUD is strongly encouraging CoCs to use a portion of the available Bonus funding to support disabled veterans as well as chronically homeless individuals.   New projects proposing to serve chronically homeless individuals or disabled veterans will receive 5 bonus points in the local competition.
