· 2010 NOFA Scoring Factors

SCC outpaced of HUDs goals for housing stability.

HMIS data quality was EXCELLENT.
· Between January 2009 and January 2010, SCC added 253 permanent supportive housing beds for homeless individuals, and 553 permanent supportive housing beds for households with children to the County's Housing Inventory.
· 49% of the persons exiting the HUD-funded programs reported employment income. (HUD's goal is 20%)
· 82% of people exiting HUD-funded transitional housing programs were placed into permanent housing. (HUD's goal is 65%)
· 87% of people served by HUD-funded permanent housing programs stayed in PH for 6 months or longer. (HUD's goal is 77%)
· HMIS data quality for the designated time period they ask about was kind of astounding:  0% "no values" and 0% "unknown/refused" values in every data category except Social Security number.
