Welcome and Introductions:  Margaret Gregg welcomed all present and introductions were made. 
Ray Tovar announced that the Housing Department would move to the new City Hall at 200 East Santa Clara, San Jose 95113 on July 5.  The Housing Department’s phone number would be 408 535 3860.  Ray reminded all present that the Steering Committee does not meet in July and the next regularly scheduled meeting would be September 15th at City Hall:  he would announce the room number. 

The agenda was amended to include a proposal from CHAM, a Proposition 63 update and Affordable Housing Week update.

CHAM Proposal:  Sandy distributed information about a proposed September convention for homeless consumers about the Ten Year Plan to End Chronic Homelessness.  CHAM would like full Collaborative participation.  Discussion was tabled until a quorum was present.
Affordable Housing Week:  Vanessa thanked all for Affordable Housing Week participation.  About 650 people attended at least one event and over 300 people returned cards to the Governor urging support of Section 8 and the National Housing Trust.  
Proposition 63:  A letter, approved at the May Steering Committee, had been sent to the Planning Group asking for a twenty-five percent set-aside for permanent supported housing had been delivered.  Nancy Pena had requested participation by Ray Tovar on a conference call about capital funding and Ray felt the Planning Group had gained understanding of the importance of housing subsities for the mentally ill.  A Working Group meeting scheduled for June 24 at IBEW from 8:30 to 12 would feature a video of Julian Street Inn clients.  Kristie noted that our County’s share of Proposition 63 funds was over thirteen million dollars, so a twenty-five percent share would be formidable.
CHAM Proposal:  The Chair noted that a quorum was present.  After much discussion it was moved, seconded and agreed to direct CHAM to send the draft agenda for the Convention, along with a request for the Collaborative’s participation, to the Steering Committee via email for an electronic vote.  This process would ensure we followed requirements set forth in our By-Laws.
Ten-Year Plan Oversight:  Margaret stated that the Board of Supervisors did not want to put full responsibility of Plan oversight on the Collaborative.  An oversight committee would be formed, possibly driven by the newly formed Ending Homelessness Leadership Group.  Input and communication from and to the Collaborative – as well as to the Task Force -- would be an integral part of the oversight process.

The Year Plan full time staff position was on the back burner for at least a year.   
Proposition 46:  A NOFA was released by City of San Jose – Housing via the Collaborative list serve for 3.5 million dollars for ELI special needs new construction and rehab.  Funds could be matched with HOME dollars.

Housing Trust:  Candy asked that everyone consider contributing to Phase 3 of the Trust.  Information was available at www.HousingTrustSCC.org.  It was moved, seconded and agreed that the Collaborative donate $100 to Phase 3 of the Housing Trust of Santa Clara County and directed Margaret to arrange payment.
Annual August Retreat:  A draft agenda had been emailed and was discussed by all present.  It was suggested that, time permitting, we show the Julian Street Inn video and add a presentation by an NPH representative about a November 2006 ballot measure for a permanent source of funding and an update about the National Housing Trust.
Announcements:  An event scheduled for June 16 to help defeat the No Growth Imitative in Cupertino was announced.
A Celbaracion del Campo was scheduled for July 17 in Gilroy.  The resource fair for migrant workers would be held at Christmas Hill Park.

The Gilroy Housing Advisory Committee sought Gilroy residents to serve on the group to oversee the Housing Element.

Bill Nolan from the Nolan Foundation was introduced.  The Foundation had been active on the Ten Year Plan Task Force and would build housing for homeless and youth aging out of foster care.
The Steering Committee would not meet in July.  The next meeting of the Steering Committee, The Collaborative Annual Retreat, was scheduled for Thursday, August 18 from 1:00 to 5:00 at United Way, 1922 The Alameda, San Jose.  The September 15th Steering Committee meeting would be held at the new City Hall, room number to be announced.
